Re:  Contract Zone Parking (16-CZ-07) 
 Extension of Time Limit for Temporary Parking Lot 
 1505 Saskatchewan Drive 
 
Your Worship and Members of Council, we are here today to ask for an extension to the contract 
parking zone at 1505 Saskatchewan Drive.  The City of Regina Real Estate Branch on behalf of 
the Regina Police Service made application for a contract parking zone in May of 2011 
requesting a ten-year contract.  At the time, the Police Service was entering into a Facilities 
Renewal Study to identify the long-term space needs, including parking, for the Service.  It was 
believed the ten-year contract would allow time for the City and Police Service to collaborate on 
a solution to the parking shortage.  Council ultimately approved a five-year contract on May 30, 
2011. 
 
During the initial five-year period City Facility Management Services and Police Service 
completed the Facilities Renewal Study with the assistance of an outside consultant.  The study 
reaffirmed the parking constraints the contract zone attempted to address.  We continue to work 
with the City of Regina to determine the most economic and practical solution for our current and 
long-term facility and parking needs. 
 
The Police Service actively works with the communities we serve, including the Heritage 
Community Association, which our headquarters is located within.  We partner with the German 
Club, who resides across from the contract parking lot, providing off peak parking to their staff 
and patrons during Oktoberfest, Mosaic and their annual Christmas Concert.  We understand the 
concerns brought forward by the Heritage Community Association and fully support their long-
term development goals that are in line with Design Regina, the Official Community Plan. 
 
The Police Service will continue to actively work with the City of Regina to find alternate 
solutions to the Contract Parking Zone and perhaps shorten the requested period to less than eight 
years.
