Administration’s Respons&egina Zoning Bylaw No. 92%8@es not regulate landscaping on
residential lots used for single detached dwellings. Purchasers will have the ability to
landscape lots as desired. The sites at 601 Cahftbedt and 710 Williams Street have not
been dedicated as municipal reserve space andtdornopart of the City’s open space
inventory. These lands have been zoned R1 — Re&tBetached for a number of years but
not developed for residential purposes to date.
